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Course Rules and Regulations

Be aware of other golfers on the course. Do not play until other players and golf course
personnel are out of range.

All players must check in at pro shop. Green fee players must keep their receipt until they
complete their round of golf.

All players are to start on hole #1 unless otherwise directed by pro shop staff. Players
coming off of #9 green have priority over any other golfers starting on hole #10.

Golf course personnel have the authority to pull over slow players so other groups may play
through. Keep up with the pace of play.

Each player must have a set of golf clubs and golf bag.
Players must wear soft spike shoes or tennis shoes.
Players must repair ball marks and divots in the fairway or rough. Rake all sand traps.

Range/practice balls are the property of the golf course and are not to be used at anytime on
the golf course.

No alcoholic beverages are allowed on the course unless purchased in the clubhouse.

A siren will sound warning of inclement weather. You must leave the course. Course
restrooms are not storm shelters and under a tree is unsafe during lightning storms.

No cutting in, holes must be played in order.

No golf bags or pull/push carts allowed on greens.

You must be 16 years of age or older to operate golf carts.
Practicing on the course or greens is not allowed.

Use the 90-degree rule as often as possible while operating golf carts. Keep carts 20 yards
from greens and off of the tee-box slopes.

Only two persons per cart.

In wet conditions golf course personnel may not allow cart usage or restrict use to cart paths
only.

Tee times may be made one week in advance. You may do so at Hillsviewgolfcourse.com

Singles and twosomes will be grouped together when the course is busy. Singles may not
make a tee time.

Other rules posted on the back of scorecards or at the clubhouse. All USGA rules apply.

No sunflower seeds allowed on the course.

Season Cart Plan - The season cart plan is for the purchaser only. Any guest or additional rider in
the cart must also pay for the use of the cart. If you purchased a family cart plan, your spouse and
dependant children may ride in the cart at no additional charge. The family cart plan is for one cart
only, any additional carts used at the same time require payment of daily use fee.

Memberships Purchased Prior to March 1, 2009 - Those memberships purchased prior to March
1, 2009 will be entitled to a free 18 - hole round of golf that may be given to a friend or guest. The
certificates for a free round of golf will be available at the clubhouse on opening day.
